Since last evaluation, the patient has lost weight 3.5 pounds. She suffers from respiratory failure, dependent edema, pulmonary hypertension, oxygen dependency, and Parkinsonism. She is eating very little. She is more dyspneic at rest and with activity. Her dyspnea and lack of oxygen has not caused forgetfulness, confusion, memory loss and difficulty with sleeping. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is total ADL dependent. Bowel and bladder incontinent and requires change in position to keep her from developing decubitus ulcers. She most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
