KIMBER, ROBERT
Robert is a 64-year-old gentleman with history of stage IV A prostate cancer. The patient has been on Xtandi sporadically. Initially, PSA did respond to the medication. Subsequently, PSA started climbing and went up to 234. The patient subsequently was started on Pluvicto. PET scan subsequently showed bony lesions. The patient has continued to complain of bone pain, decreased appetite, weight loss, difficulty with mentation, low platelet count, nausea, vomiting, anemia and protein-calorie malnutrition. H&H of 6 and 20 with albumin of 3.1. Subsequently, it was decided for the patient to stop all treatment and has been placed on hospice care to be kept comfortable at home given his great prognosis and his progressive disease. He most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
