CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after discharge from the rehab center.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife and she stated that the patient fell down at home four weeks ago and he had a fracture of the right lower ribs after that the patient was taken to the hospital and he stayed in the hospital for four to five days after that he was transferred to rehab since his walking was difficulty and he needed one-to-one assist. The patient underwent rehabilitation and came back home four days ago and he is waiting for home visiting therapist, but now the patient stated that the right-sided rib pain is less. However, the patient has to be very consciousness about falling down and he fell down at home. Now he is using walker and wife is supervising him 24x7.
Wife also stated that the patient goes to the urination at least three times in the nighttime.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for Parkinson’s disease and he is on carbidopa/levodopa 50/200 mg one tablet at the nighttime and carbidopa/levodopa 25/100 mg one and half tablet five times a day according to neurologist.
The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg once a day as needed.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is also on MiraLax 17 g mix in the water once a day.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on sertraline 25 mg once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has two adult daughters who are close to them. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Ribcage examination reveals tenderness of the right lower ribs, but there is no significant deformity. Also there is no suprapubic tenderness or CVA tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. However, the patient uses walker and his gait is steady.
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
