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We explored for any foreign bodies and/or other material present and after the x-ray was done and dressed it and put him in a splint and he is going to see Dr. Buczek on Tuesday at 281-363-2829.

2. Case was discussed with mother at length before leaving the office. They understand our plan.

3. Tetanus is up-to-date.

4. Rocephin 1 g now.

5. Keflex 500 mg one t.i.d. till he sees Dr. Buczek.
