HASARA, KENNETH

Mr. Hasara is a 74-year-old gentleman with history of hypothyroidism, hypertension, tobacco abuse, weight loss, recently diagnosed with bronchogenic cancer with liver and bone metastases, anemia, protein-calorie malnutrition, low albumin and pelvis metastasis.

Because of the patient’s lung cancer and his comorbidities, he is in pain, he has lost weight. He has done his share of chemotherapy and radiation therapy and he is no longer a candidate for chemotherapy or radiation because of his weight loss, his ADL dependency, his severe weakness and subsequent consequences and issues with chemotherapy. For this reason, the patient and family have decided for hospice care at home. The patient would be admitted to hospice to control his pain, to help family and educate family regarding end-of-life care and to care for the patient. The patient is hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
