HUNTER, SONJA

Ms. Hunter is an 88-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of chronic kidney disease. She also suffers from hypertension, which is the cause of her renal failure. The patient has had weight loss, disorientation because of accumulation of waste in her body related to the renal failure; she used to be oriented to person, but no longer.

She is fatigued, she is weak, she has itching issues once again because of renal insufficiency. She is not a candidate for hemodialysis per her and family decision along with her primary care physician. She is becoming more confused and memory loss. She is taking Abilify and trazodone to help with hallucination and sundowner’s syndrome. She has total ADL dependence and urinary and bowel incontinence. She lives at an assisted living called Heritage. She requires position changing every two hours. She suffers from muscle wasting in the temporal region and upper and lower extremities as well as scaphoid abdomen consistent with weight loss. The patient is expected to live less than six months, continues to decline and is hospice appropriate.
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
