The patient is seen with cough and congestion still, seen three days ago. Mother reports increased coughing in the morning with seemingly some difficulty breathing and clearing with cough, brother with type A flu with negative testing, treated with Tamiflu, has been afebrile, taking Tamiflu and Histex. Mother states it is not helping cough.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Afebrile. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear with a few scattered rhonchi. No wheezing or decreased breath sounds. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
PLAN: Z-PAK was added to medication. Mother was instructed on how to use her humidifier with respiratory precautions, to continue other medications, with questionable type A flu unconfirmed. Advised to follow up with PCP and to go to the emergency room if any other episodes of apparent respiratory distress with nothing evident at present.
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
