SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco or smoke exposure.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress. The child is playful and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: 

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.3.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. She bears well with no antalgic gait.

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PLAN: The patient received Rocephin 500 mg IM. She was observed in the clinic for additional 15 minutes or so and mother reports no side effects from the medication. The child is sucking on a lollipop and she appears comfortable. Mother is comfortable with my discharge plans.
