CC: Medication adjustment.

HPI: A 94-year-old with advanced vascular dementia and behavioral issues. She will just follow people incessantly and it becomes annoying to other residents. She also will randomly walk around and going to the patient’s rooms and that also occurs at night when other people are asleep and it is frightening to them. When I spoke with the patient, she does not understand what I am telling her that it is reported she does. There she stay a blank expression. In an attempt to address some of that, Zoloft was started to address the OCD type behaviors that she has not following patients and Ativan was started t.i.d. to see if that would not help. Family now feels that she is having trouble with her speech and believed that it is the medication. However, she has had difficulty with word formation and sentence formation for some time. I spoke with staff about how her behavior has been and they stated that she has been less annoying to other residents by following them and trying to go into the room both at night and during the day. Medication adjustments are decrease Zoloft to 50 mg q.d. and hopefully that will decrease the OCD type behaviors she manifests and Ativan 0.25 mg will be given at h.s. only and hopefully she will sleep through the night, not be going into others rooms.
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
