Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Timarac comes in to the Detroit office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of working for the City of Detroit in the Human Resources Department. She stopped working in October of 2020 because of neuropathy that was impacting her legs and hands. She states that this made it difficult for her to perform her work-related activities. She has been diagnosed with diabetic retinopathy and has received treatments to both eyes. She has had lasers and intraocular injections. These were performed at the Henry Ford Hospital and at the Kresge Eye Institute. She claims to have blurred vision that makes it difficult for her to see small print and to distinguish between small objects. She does not wear prescription glasses.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of +0.25 –1.00 x 080 on the right and +1.50 –2.00 x 105 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/30 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows 1+ nuclear sclerosis and 2+ cortical opacification to the lens on each side. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The corneas are clear. The fundus examination shows bilateral dot-blot hemorrhages and exudates. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.4 on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Kinetic visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 127 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 128 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Diabetic retinopathy.

2. Cataracts.

Ms. Timarac has clinical findings that can explain the measured visual acuities and visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading very small print. However, she can read moderate size print, use a computer, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is guarded. Her cataracts are likely to get worse over time and the diabetic retinopathy may be difficult to treat.
