History: Ms. Sharla Trulove was complaining of abdominal pains. So, the nurse practitioner, Farah Buck, had seen her and she ordered a transvaginal pelvic ultrasound and an abdominal ultrasound and I called the patient today because the patient had an abnormal pelvic ultrasound. The patient has had an IUD in place for at least two years now. Dr. Daniel Dawson is her gynecologist who has seen her. She just had a pelvic and Pap smear done in September 2023. So, I do not know what to make out of the results of pelvic ultrasound; probably, it is over reading, however, I am going to fax this ultrasound report to Dr. Dawson for his comments. I refilled her carvedilol today. The patient had an abdominal ultrasound too and that shows fatty liver and shows liver is enlarged. The patient’s labs of 11/10/23 are discussed. Her amylase, lipase, T3, T4, and ANA are negative. She did the H. pylori breath test and that was normal. The patient states she had an episode of severe pain last week, which is basically on the right side, but not in the right lower quadrant or right middle or right upper quadrant. It was basically on the edge where the abdomen meets the back and she went to Premier Urgent Care where they did CT scan of the abdomen and she was told that the CT scan of the abdomen was negative, did not give the patient any medicine and sent her home. The patient has seen Dr. Charles Moore in the past and she wants to see him again for this fatty enlarged liver. The patient understands plan of treatment. I am planning to send results of pelvic ultrasound to Dr. Daniel Dawson and see if he wants to see her or otherwise.
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
