HISTORY: This is a 38-year-old gentleman here for routine followup.

Mr. Edmundo Guerra has a history of hypertension, hypercholesterolemia and seasonal allergies. He is here for followup for these conditions and medication refills. He states since his last visit he has had no need to seek medical, psychological, surgical or emergency care and today states he has no complaints.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Seasonal allergies.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

Labs were drawn for this patient. Labs include CBC, CMP, TSH, T3, T4, hemoglobin A1c, lipid profile.

PLAN: He was sent home with the following medications:

1. Irbesartan/HCTZ 300/12.5 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days, #90.

2. Zocor 20 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days, #90.

3. Singulair 10 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days, #90.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
