O2 saturation 98% at room air.

LEFT HAND: The hand is in a splint and sling. The sling and splint were removed. He has full range of motion of his digits with mild discomfort. There is a subcentimeter abrasion in between his third and fourth digits. No fluctuance. No bleeding. No discharge. Tenderness to palpation.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Status post fourth digit fracture (football injury).

Today, we removed the splints. Abrasion between his fingers was clean, covered with 2 x 2 and triple antibiotics. Splint was replaced. The patient tolerated the procedure well. He was advised to come back in two weeks to have splint removed and to wear it for the next two weeks as is recommended that he wear a splint for approximately eight weeks.

Mother was advised he can continue over-the-counter pain medication and to come back to the clinic if worse, to go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
