HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl. Grandmother brings her in today with complaints of pulling on the left ear, cough, and congestion. She has had these symptoms ongoing now for a week. Mother views it as minor, but she was worse a month ago, received antibiotics and cleaned it up quite a bit.
She has gotten a bit worse over the last few days. She does see other infants at daycare. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. No high fevers. There has been no verbalization of change in her bathroom habits as far as bowel habit or of bladder.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No indication of secondhand smoke. Lives with mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and allows me to interact although grandmother is holding her through the exam today.
VITAL SIGNS: Current weight 23 pounds.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is left-sided otitis media, much erythema visualized. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema. No strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. There is no murmur.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs none today were obtained.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL, one teaspoon b.i.d. 10 days.
2. Cough. Histex PD 0.3 mL three times daily #30 mL. Mother is going to monitor symptoms and return to clinic or call if not improved.
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
