SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Neylon described that he has been doing good. Dennis is in a good mood and pleasant affect. Described that he had been doing good except this afternoon he has to go to the court as he got a court order to watch because of some confusion over selling his car. He described otherwise he is feeling good, sleeping good, and eating good. Denies any depression, anxiety, or mood swings. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He has been compliant with the treatment. The patient claims that otherwise he is doing great with the medication. Risk, benefit, and side effect are explained. The patient provided support, redirection, and help him to develop coping skills. He also has hypertension and osteoarthritis for which he is taking medication from his primary physician.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, osteoarthritis, hypertension, and hypercholesterolemia.

PLAN: Continue on Depakote 500 mg b.i.d., Cymbalta 30 mg daily, Wellbutrin XL 300 mg in the morning, and trazadone 50 mg daily. A 30 day supply of the medications ordered with one refill.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
