CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ear pain, nasal congestion, rashes on the body, and followup for weight gain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain in the left ear for past one week and before that he has nasal congestion and he took over-the-counter medication without any relief.
The patient also developed pruritic rash especially on the trunk along with some dryness of the skin, but there are no open wounds and he has not exposed to any allergies or infections.

The patient was on Ozempic but insurance denied any more refill and the patient subsequently gained weight.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 80 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of pedal edema and he is on furosemide 40 mg once a day as per the cardiologist along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 1000 mg one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet and the patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg two tablets in the morning and one in the evening.
The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg one tablet a day before meal.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has quit smoking. The patient also retired.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of the tympanic membrane on the left side without any perforation. Nasopharyngeal examination reveals bilateral nasal congestion without any bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Skin examination reveals few erythematous papular rashes especially on the trunk. There are no signs of cellulitis and there are no open wounds or abscesses.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
