CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge and the patient came today also followup for GI bleeding, iron deficiency anemia, and chronic atrial fibrillation.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son and the patient stated that he had massive GI bleeding at home 10 days ago after that the patient was taken to the emergency room and his hemoglobin was 4.4. The patient was given 3 units of packed RBCs and was admitted to ICU. The patient also has AVM on the small bowel and GI consultation was obtained. The patient was also seen by cardiologist for chronic atrial fibrillation and his Eliquis was put on hold due to active bleeding. The patient eventually stabilized and was discharged home last week. The patient is going to be seen by home physical therapy and nurse.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on lisinopril 20 mg one tablet twice a day and metoprolol 25 mg one tablet three times a day as needed.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 40 mg once a day.

The patient has a history of AVM with GI bleeding and the patient is going to be seen by hematologist and GI specialist. The patient has a history of atrial fibrillation and he is on Lovenox 71 mg q.12h. subcutaneous injection prescribed by cardiologist and he did well in the hospital.
ALLERGIES: None.

The patient is also on amiodarone 200 mg one tablet twice a day as per the cardiologist.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has adult son who takes care of him. The patient is currently retired. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse and he does walk everyday.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
