Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mr. Menzel with advanced renal failure, hypertension, and T-cell lymphoma.  Last visit in June although I saw him in the hospital for urinary tract infection, sepsis, and urinary retention in the recent past.  Present weight at home in the 195 to 200, states to be eating well without vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Right now no infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Minimal edema.  Doing salt and fluid restriction.  Some bruises of the skin, but no bleeding nose or gums.  No skin rash or pruritus.  Uses inhalers, no oxygen.  Stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No orthopnea or PND.  Underlying COPD.  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the amlodipine, metoprolol, for his leukemia on methotrexate and prednisone.

Physical Examination:  Present weight 201, blood pressure 110/50.  COPD abnormalities, distant clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  No pericardial rub or gross arrhythmia.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  He looks frail, tall, muscle wasting, family at the bedside.
Labs:  Chemistries from November, creatinine 1.6, which is baseline for him, present GFR 42.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.3.  Large red blood cells 124.  Normal platelet count and elevated neutrophils.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB, clinically stable.  No progression, no symptoms and no dialysis.

2. T-cell lymphoma, present medications clinically stable.

3. COPD, has not required any oxygen, clinically stable.

4. Enlargement of the prostate, prior urinary retention and UTI, improved.

5. Low blood pressure, decrease Norvasc to 5 mg.

6. Anemia macrocytosis part of the lymphoma, follow with Dr. Sahay.  Plan to see him back in the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
