Dear Mrs. Beatty:

This is a followup for Mr. Shafer with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, and proteinuria.  Last visit in May.  He was having symptoms of angina and dyspnea on activity.  He was founded to have coronary artery disease and attempts of angioplasty.  Eventually transferred to Bay City, four-vessel bypass surgery was done this is around June.  No complications.  Extensive review of system right now appears to be normal.  Weight at 143 pounds.

Medications:  Beta-blockers as he is not tolerated statin.  He is using Repatha injection every month.  He remains on aspirin and Plavix.  Medication for enlargement of the prostate.  He is doing pushups and physical activity.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 143 pounds and blood pressure 118/70 left-sided.  Alert and oriented x3.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are distant clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites, tenderness, or masses.  No edema or focal neurological deficits.

Labs:  Chemistries in November, creatinine 1.38 and baseline is 1.2 to 1.3 so is a minor change.  Potassium in the upper side 5.3.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal calcium, phosphorus, and albumin.  No anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelet.  Present GFR 54 stage III.

Assessment and Plan:

1. Status post coronary artery disease bypass surgery.  No complications, clinically stable.
2. CKD stage III minor change.  No progressive.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis, or volume overload.
3. Continue diet control diabetes.
4. Continue cholesterol management on Repatha.
5. Enlargement of the prostate, clinically stable.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
