History: Mr. Nash was seen today. Mr. Nash is noncompliant. He was in the hospital for a TIA for three days; after that, he did not return my phone calls and we could not even do a visit on him. He does not remember if he saw the cardiologist or not since he was in the hospital, but he tells me today that he did have bilateral cataract surgery on both eyes and that his vision is much better. He states “for the old man having four-vessel bypass surgery, two cataract surgeries and two strokes are plenty of illnesses”. He did not bring his medicines and he kept on stating he has a paper of his med list with his wife. His wife stated she did not have any papers suggesting his meds. So, we are tying to see if we can get the consult report of the cardiologist that he may have seen following his admission. He has no clue about his medicines and we will do the medicine reconciliation as soon as I am able to get the cardiology consult or the patient states he will go home and then call us. The patient was given a flu shot today. An EKG was done that shows sinus rhythm and occasional PVCs. No changes suggestive of acute MI. The patient understands plan of treatment. This was a lengthy visit. Mr. Boyde Nash was using a cane for ambulation and was able to walk good with the cane.

Physical Examination:

Vital Signs: As in the chart.

Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Status post cataract surgery both eyes.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. Occasional PVCs.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. He has had surgery for varicose veins on his legs. He has no hair over his legs.
The midline scar of coronary artery bypass surgery is healed and looks good. He has no symptoms of angina. He was able to recognize me, but he was not able to tell what medicines he was on. He is advised to follow up with me in a month.
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
