The patient presents with history of fever of 102, cough and congestion for the past two days with decreased appetite, taking fluids well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Difficult to perform with combative child. General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Appear within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Appears soft without tenderness or guarding. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits other than evident autism, functional child. Skin: Within normal limits.
Strep screen was obtained as well as other COVID and flu, all of which were negative.
IMPRESSION: Non-type A/B parainfluenza with upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: I elected to treat the patient with observation. Advised to follow up with pediatrician and here if needed.
