HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 81-year-old female patient here with a complaint of possible UTI. She is here with her caregiver. Apparently what happened last night, Ms. Clark was using the restroom and fainted while using the restroom and the daughter states that the last time that happened, she had urinary tract infection. So, they assume that there was some correlation there. Also, the patient did complaint of some dysuria.

She seems to be improved by now though. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Multiple, all reviewed. 
ALLERGIES: MORPHINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/60. Pulse 54. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area is within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Urine specimen today was completely normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Dysuria. However the urine specimen is cleaned within normal limits. Verbalization of it improving.
2. No medications will be given.
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3. Syncopal event. The patient seems to be fine at this point. No complaint. Breathing well. No chest pain or shortness of breath.
4. The patient will follow up with her cardiologist and I have advised him if this happens again, she must immediately go to the emergency room for evaluation.
