DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. Mr. Norris is an 80-year-old male, a patient of Dr. Maxwell, that has a lengthy history of cigarette smoking ever since he was 9 years old. He continues to smoke despite the presence of COPD and peripheral vascular disease. Contributory factor for nephrosclerosis and deterioration of the kidney function is the diabetes mellitus. Another comorbidity related to hyperlipidemia with a cholesterol that is close to 300 and serum triglycerides more than 600. The patient underwent treatment for the peripheral vascular disease by Dr. Saaka and he has shown deterioration of the kidney function. In the recent determination done on 09/28/2023, the serum creatinine is 1.71 and the estimated GFR is 40 and the creatinine was in the past prior to the intervention 1.3 mg/dL. The microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio is negative. The most likely situation is that this patient has a significant nephrosclerosis with superimposed contrast nephropathy.

2. Severe hyperlipidemia.

3. Diabetes mellitus under fair control. The patient is taking the metformin 500 mg b.i.d. and he has changed his diet. The hemoglobin A1c is in the 7’s.

4. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure is 122/63. At this point, we are going to continue giving him the followup in order to evaluate the general condition and the recovery or deterioration of the kidney function. We will give an appointment in six weeks with laboratory workup.

I spent 20 minutes reviewing the referral, 25 minutes with the patient and 10 minutes in the dictation.
