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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of 57-year-old white female with a single kidney; the right kidney was excised in 2009, due to renal cell carcinoma. The patient comes for the regular followup. Today, the serum creatinine is 1.1, the estimated GFR is 58 and there is no evidence of proteinuria. There is no evidence of Farxiga in the list of the medications that she takes. She has history of uterine cancer as well. For the next appointment, we are going to do an abdominal CT scan.

2. The patient has obesity. She is following a plant-based diet and she has lost 15 pounds since the last visit.

3. Obstructive sleep apnea that is treated with CPAP.

4. Coronary artery disease that is followed by cardiology.

5. PTSD that has improved significantly. We are going to reevaluate the case in a year and we are going to repeat the laboratory workup.
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
