DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a 75-year-old white female that is here for a followup after she had passed a kidney stone and intervention was not done and the patient was evaluated by Dr. Pobi, a retrograde was recommended; however, the patient declined the intervention due to the fact that she was feeling better. At this time, we ordered the CT scan in which it failed to show any signs of hydronephrosis. There is a 1 mm stone in the lower pole of the right kidney and some vascular calcifications. No evidence of hydronephrosis as mentioned before. The urinalysis is without evidence of hematuria or pyuria and is completely normal.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c went up to 7.7%; she was 6.8. The patient is aware of what she has to do.

3. The patient has CKD stage IIIA that has remained unchanged. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

5. The patient is going to be reevaluated in four months with laboratory workup.

I invested 10 minutes reviewing the imaging as well as the laboratory workup, 18 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
