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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 74-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of CKD IIIB that is associated to diabetes mellitus, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, overweight and the aging process. In the most recent laboratory workup on 11/09/2023, serum creatinine 1.9, estimated GFR 35, potassium 4.5, CO2 22, chloride 106, sodium 139, and albumin 4.2. This is similar to the prior determinations. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is down to 361, albumin-to-creatinine ratio 193 down from 217; the patient is taking Jardiance.

2. BPH that was evaluated by Dr. Pobi. The patient was placed on Flomax 0.4 mg on daily basis and he is feeling better. He had a cystoscopy done.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control taking atorvastatin.

4. Arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure today 136/59. The patient is 6 pounds heavier 268 pounds today. The patient has been eating out because the wife was incapacitated.

5. Obesity.

6. Coronary artery disease status post two stents and has been asymptomatic. We are going to reevaluate the case in the four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
