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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 87-year-old white female with left single kidney; the contralateral kidney was removed in 2004, because of renal cell carcinoma. She is CKD IV. The patient underwent a comprehensive cardiology procedure; five stents were deployed and she developed some acute kidney injury related to the contrast and she has been recovering the kidney function gradually. Today, she comes for a followup on the condition with laboratory workup that was done on 11/17/2023. The serum creatinine is 2.4, the estimated GFR is 18, the albumin is 4.0, the serum electrolytes are within normal limits. She has a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is 172 mg/g of creatinine.

2. Coronary artery disease. She has a total of nine stents and she is followed with Dr. Joseph.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control with the administration of statins.

4. The patient has significant arthritis in the right knee. Knee replacement is scheduled for the last part of February. We will see the patient in the office afterwards.
