HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 9-year-old here with complaints of sore throat and coughing and also some urinary tract issues. Apparently, she has burning upon urination and increase in urinary frequency.

No abdominal pain. No flank pain.

There is no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. She is not in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/58. Pulse 97. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.5. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 103 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema. Oropharyngeal area shows an increased, enlarged tonsils and erythema. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. There is lymphadenopathy on the tonsils.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Rate is 97. Positive S1. Positive S2. There is no murmur.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABS: Today, include a strep test, which was negative and a urine sample, which was positive for both blood and leukocytes.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Urinary tract infection. The patient will receive Keflex 500 mg pills per her request one p.o. three times a day for the next seven days, #21.

2. Acute tonsillitis. The patient will take Keflex as above.

3. Cough. Bromfed DM 7.5 mL four times daily p.r.n., #180 mL.

4. She is going to get plenty of fluids and plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to the clinic if needed.
