HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 6-year-old young man here today with a complaint of having pinkeye in both eyes.

No other issues were verbalized. No flu-like symptoms. He denies having cough. He plays well. He takes foods and fluids well. No fevers. No nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and siblings.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed. He does not appear to be in any distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Also, he does have profound erythema to the conjunctivae of both eyes. Eyes are watery. Ears: Within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABS: None were accomplished today.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Acute conjunctivitis. The patient will receive tobramycin ophthalmic 0.3%. He will apply one drop every four hours to each eye for two days. I have talked to the mother and told her that should clean it up quite nicely.

2. Good handwashing is always stressed as well. They are going to monitor those symptoms and return to the clinic if needed.
