HISTORY: This is a 2-month-old child here for a followup.

The patient was recently seen in the emergency room for RSV infection. He was discharged home with budesonide, albuterol nebulizer machine. Mother indicated that she was given a bulb syringe for nasal suction also. She states the child is feeding okay. The child’s vaccine is fine. She indicated that the child was spontaneous vaginal delivery with no complications.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: As mentioned above.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The child is routinely exposed to grandfather who smokes at a house.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states the child is feeding well. Denies vomiting or diarrhea. Denies change in activities. Denies respiratory issues.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is alert, very interactive, makes eye contact with mother. The child smiles, in no distress. The child’s COOP score with no stridor. No retraction. No cyanosis.
The patient’s respiratory severity score is 0. The child has no cough. No fever. No rhinorrhea. No dyspnea. He has normal respiratory signs. He has no adventitious sounds. There are no secretions.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation not obtained secondary to malfunctioning machine.

Respirations approximately 16.

SKIN: Good skin turgor. No rash. No macules. No papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves extremities in all directions as he cries and plays. Strength is normal. 
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No tachypnea.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Respiratory syncytial virus infection, much improved.

2. Emergency room followup secondary to respiratory syncytial virus. 
PLAN: The child is eating and drinking well. The child appears nontoxic. Mother was encouraged to follow up in the clinic in seven days, go to the nearest emergency room if the child gets worse before seven days.
She was given the opportunity to ask question and she states she has none.
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
