PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 112/63. Pulse 72. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.8. Oxygenation 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: All within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly. Trachea is midline.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern is observed.
