HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 30-year-old male patient. He is here today due to left-sided ear pain. He had some drainage and a bit of blood that came out of that left ear yesterday and he is having hard time hearing from that left ear. He also has mild sore throat today. No other issues. No cough. No fever. No flu-like symptoms.

The patient has declined strep test today. He feels as though he has had multiple strep tests in times past and always comes back negative and he is more concerned about that left ear.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Testosterone.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally drinks alcohol. No drugs or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/72. Pulse 68. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.7. Oxygenation at 98%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: He does have profound left-sided tympanic membrane erythema. Mild drainage. It appears as though the tympanic membrane is intact at this point. No landmarks are visible. The right side is similar, but to a much lesser degree. Oropharyngeal area: Tonsils enlarged and erythematous. There is no strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa is moist. I do visualize postnasal drip at the back part of the oropharynx.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute tonsillitis and otitis media. The patient will be given Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days. The patient also received a Rocephin injection today 1 g.

2. I have gone over his plan of care with him. I have answered all those questions today. He is going to call or return if not improving.
