History of Presenting Illness: This is a 72-year-old pleasant male patient who is here for his routine one-month followup. The patient states that he had renal ultrasound done as outpatient ordered by his urologist and is wondering if we can give him the imaging results. He denies any problem at this time. He has a history of renal calculi in the past. He also states that Dr. Ravanbakhsh did place a stent, which was removed 10 days later. He denies any problems at this time.

Past Medical History: Significant for:
1. Coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass grafting x 4 vessels.

2. Chronic gastroesophageal reflux disorder.

3. Allergies.

4. Sexual dysfunction.

Medications: I did review medications with the patient. He is taking his medications as prescribed. It does appear that he takes all his medications.

Social History: He does not smoke. He does not drink.

Physical Examination:

General: He is right-handed.

Vital Signs:

Height 5’4” tall.

Weight 152 pounds.

Blood pressure 126/70.

Pulse 60 per minute.

Pulse ox 99%.

Temperature 96.6.

BMI 26.

Head: Normocephalic.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly. JVP not distended.

Lungs: Quite clear to auscultation. No rales or wheezing or rhonchi.
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Heart: S1 and S2 heard with regular sinus rhythm. He does have a systolic ejection murmur grade 1/6 over the left precordium.

Extremities: No edema.

Review of his chart shows that the patient did have lab work sometime in summer and where the blood sugar was 132. He thinks he had coffee and some cookies before that lab work since he was not aware that he was supposed to go fasting.

Assessment:

1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. History of renal calculi.

4. Chronic gastroesophageal reflux disorder.

5. Seasonal allergies.

Plan: He will continue his current medications. I did tell him that we will try to get the report from the hospital or from the imaging department and we will call him back if possible. I did tell him that his urologist should have the report and they should actually call him though. He will continue his current medications. He will see Dr. Dave in one month for followup.
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
