History: Mr. Griffin is a 57-year-old African American male with multiple problems. Mr. Griffin has hiccups and takes Megace. He has chronic cachexia because he drinks and uses drugs. He also has coronary artery disease and got a stent put in. He is supposed to be on Brilinta. He was hospitalized recently for two or three days and was found to be anemic. I did repeat blood work on him and in the repeat blood work the only problem is his creatinine was 1.41 with 58% GFR and hemoglobin was 12.1. The patient is a continuous smoker. He did get a blood transfusion in the hospital. He has an appointment to see the cardiologist. His Megace was refilled. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. His iron was 218 and iron-binding capacity was 371. Creatinine was 1.41. His sodium was 141, potassium 3.7, chloride 107, CO2 22, and BUN 9. As he drinks too much, his med list reconciled. He is supposed to take iron and potassium and he will be seen in the office in a month.
