CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of poor vision and generalized body ache.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has poor vision especially in the nighttime and he is scheduled to see eyes doctor. The patient does not have any double vision.
The patient also has generalized muscle pain is on and off and in the past he used gabapentin with good relief. The patient has a history of diabetes and his blood sugar readings are normal.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes mellitus and he is on glimepiride 1 mg one tablet a day and metformin 1000 mg one tablet a day along with low-carb diet.
The patient has a history of myocardial infarction and he has undergone surgical treatment. The patient sometimes has shortness of breath and has been seen by cardiologist on regular basis.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals generalized myalgia without any tenderness or redness.
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
