CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of coughing, wheezing, right shoulder pain, right elbow pain, and left elbow pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had mild cough last week after it progressively got worse and now the patient has wheezing once in a while. The patient denied any spit blood.

The patient also complained of right shoulder pain and it is worse upon exertion and the pain level is 5 or 6 and there is no radiation of pain.
Right elbow examination reveals tenderness of the elbow joint and it is worse upon exertion.

The patient has left elbow pain and it is worse upon exertion and pain level is 5 or 6.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for bronchitis and he is on albuterol nebulizer 108 mcg two puffs three or four times a day as needed.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Constipation and he is on Linzess 145 mg capsule once a day.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any deformity.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Right shoulder and left shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the shoulder joints and range of movement is not painful.
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
