CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam *_________*.
SUBJECTIVE: *___________*.
REVIEW OF SYSTEM: The patient denied double vision, chest pain, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or severe back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for nasal congestion and he is on Azelastine 0.15% nasal solution use one puff each nostril.
The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg one tablet twice a day along with bland diet.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has two adult sons. He has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse and the patient does fulltime job without any problems.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
