HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema more so on the right. Landmarks are not visible. Oral mucosa moist. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. No strawberry tongue.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy. He is coughing through the exam today.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory effort is observed.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Mildly tachycardic.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include flu test and a strep test, they are negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute tonsillitis and right-sided otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 5 mL p.o. b.i.d. 10 days #100 mL.
2. Cough. Alahist DM 4 mL, four times daily p.r.n. cough. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if needed.
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
