HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 4-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today with a complaint of right ear pain and cough. She has some nasal congestion, low-grade fever off and on, but plays well. She does not really exhibit any flu-like symptoms. Main concern is that ear today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for secondhand smoke. She lives with mother, father, and sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. She interacts well with me through the exam today. She is cooperative. 
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 95. Respirations 16. Temperature 97.0. Oxygenation 97%. Current weight 42 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Left side still has ear tube. Right side, there is no ear tube, but the tympanic membrane is bright red. Landmarks are not visible. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. No complaint with throat today. 
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Right otitis media. The patient will receive amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, 6 mL p.o. b.i.d. x 10 days. 

2. For cough, Alahist DM 4 mL p.o. three times daily.

3. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if needed.
