PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress. However, he seems very quiet. Mildly flat affect.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 97. Respirations 20. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 99%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: No tympanic membrane erythema on the right. However, the left side has profound erythema. Also infected canal. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Mild strawberry tongue. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test and a strep test, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if needed.
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
