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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury in 2019.  The patient was in Fort Lee in Virginia.  The patient was in the bathroom.  He was pulling up his pants, the patient suddenly blackout.  He has complete loss of consciousness and fell back.  He landed on the ground.  He does not remember what happened.  He has severe headache when he woke up.  He woke up when an ambulance arrived.  He does not remember how long he was out of consciousness.  He has amnesia for the next two days.  All he remembers was severe headache, confusion and disorientation.
Since the event, the patient has severe headache.  The patient tells me that he has almost headaches every day causing him to have insomnia problems.  The headache is causing him difficulty to sleep, which is causing him to have significant excessive daytime sleepiness and tiredness in the daytime.
The patient is currently working as retail, for Dollar General.  The patient tells me that his headaches is significantly affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The headaches also affect him to sleep at night, which in return causing him significant excessive daytime sleep and tired during daytime.  Difficulty focusing.  The patient had light sensitivity.
It is my opinion it is due to a traumatic brain injury in 2019, the patient was in bathroom.  As he was standing now, he fell back and completely blackout.  He was out of consciousness until the ambulance arrived.  He had amnesia for the next two days.  He does not remember what happened next two days.  The patient has severe headache, confusion and disorientation.  Since then, he has severe headache almost on everyday basis.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient also excessive daytime sleepiness and tired symptoms.  The head injury followed by amnesia and headaches, common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.  The patient currently now has severe headaches almost every day, insomnia symptoms, also difficulty concentrating focus at work.  These all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
