CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 26-year-old female complained of chest pain and fatigue.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 26-year-old female who reports having developed chest pain and fatigue over the last three months. Pain occurs at rest and is sporadic. There is no specific provocating factor for her pain. The pain is described as squeezing and aching. She reports one episode of woke up from a sleep; approximately two weeks earlier. Pain usually lasts less than one hour. It is typically 4-5/10 subjectively, but at worse is 6/10.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. POTS.

2. Migraines.

3. Occipital and trigeminal neuralgia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Benign neck mass six to seven years ago.
MEDICATIONS: Rizatriptan 10 mg p.r.n., Qulipta 60 mg one daily, gabapentin 600 mg one t.i.d., norethindrone 2.5 mg one daily, and propranolol 20 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: REGLAN results in dystonia, COMPAZINE dystonia/akathisia.
FAMILY HISTORY: Paternal grandmother CVA and coronary artery disease. Father alive with history of prostate cancer and skin cancer. Father also has cholesterol and hypertension. Mother with hypertension and thyroid cancer. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarettes or drug use. She notes rare alcohol use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 95/65, pulse 79, respiratory rate 20, and weight 130 pounds.

Gastrointestinal: There is severe tenderness to palpation involving the epigastric and right upper quadrant region. There is further tenderness involving the lower abdominal wall.

IMPRESSION:
1. Chest pain.

2. POTS.

3. Abdominal pain.

4. Pelvic pain.
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PLAN:
1. Tilt table.
2. Echo.

3. EKG.

4. Ultrasound of the abdomen and pelvis as soon as possible.
