CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 67-year-old male who is seen preoperatively.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 67-year-old male with history of hypertension and glaucoma who was found to have increased intraocular pressure. He was scheduled for surgery on 10/19/2019. Cardiac risk factors include hypertension, hypercholesterolemia, age and family history. However, the patient himself denies any chest pain or shortness of breath.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Glaucoma.
2. Hypertension.
3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Erectile dysfunction.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. History of motor vehicle accident.

2. Concussion.
3. Neck pain.

4. Status post fall on 06/06/2019 with right ankle fracture. He is in a boot.

MEDICATIONS: Amlodipine 10 mg one daily, simvastatin 40 mg daily, losartan 100 mg daily, aspirin daily, tadalafil 20 mg p.r.n., ibuprofen 800 mg b.i.d. p.r.n., Norco 7.5/325 mg p.r.n., Lotemax one drop in each eye h.s., Pilocarpine 4% one drop each eye q.a.m., Xalatan 0.005% one drop in each eye h.s., and Rhopressa 0.027 one drop each eye p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: FLU SHOT.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother diabetes died at age 94. Father died at age 67 of myocardial infarction.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He has prior history of crack cocaine use. He notes occasional alcohol use but no cigarette use.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: No weight loss or gain, otherwise as noted.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/90, pulse 78, respiratory rate 20, height 73.5”, and weight 265.8 pounds.

HEENT: Head is atraumatic normocephalic. Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Sclerae are clear. Extraocular muscles are intact. Oral cavity is revealed fair dentition.

Cardiovascular: Regulate rate and rhythm with normal S1 and S2. There is no S3 or S4. There is a soft systolic murmur noted in the aortic region. There is no increased JVD. Carotids reveal normal upstroke and volume.

Gastrointestinal: Abdomen is obese. Bowel sounds are normally active. No masses or tenderness noted.

Musculoskeletal: Right foot is noted to be in a cam walker.

IMPRESSION:
1. Glaucoma.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.
4. History of accident.

PLAN: Labs to chart. Echocardiogram and EKG. Prescription amlodipine 10 mg one daily, Benicar 40 mg one daily, and Cialis 20 mg daily. Refilled ibuprofen, and Cialis.
ADDENDUM: The patient was seen in followup on 08/20/2020. He underwent surgery for glaucoma in December 2019. He further had leg fracture surgery in December 2019. He had returned to work on August 8th. He states that he works in ICU. He purchased a respirator due to the COVID-19. He has issues with his heart rate and use of the respirator. He reports mild dyspnea.
