CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 26-year-old male with complaint of minor headache x2 weeks.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is 26-year-old male who reports headache for approximately two weeks. He stated that he went for testing and was found to have elevated blood pressure. Again, he reports having headaches over a period of two weeks. Recent labs were significant for elevated albumin. He has frontal headache but no associated symptoms. He does report he may be a little bit more photosensitive. The patient otherwise denies any problems.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Bicuspid aortic valve.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother had diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He reports cigarette smoking, marijuana use and rare alcohol. He is currently employed as a paralegal.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 125/88. Pulse 90. Respiratory rate 20. Height 72”. Weight 300 pounds.

The exam otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 68 beats per minute. Nonspecific ST/T-wave changes, otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Headache – unclear etiology.

2. History of elevated albumin.

3. History of bicuspid aortic valve.

4. Migraine.

PLAN: Referred to Dr. Andrew Greenberg to evaluate sleep apnea. Consider CT of the brain. Review labs post visit with Dr. Greenberg.
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
