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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 62-year-old white female that is a patient of Dr. Silva that has been referred to this practice because of the presence of proteinuria. The patient has been a diabetic. The diabetes has been under control, however, the patient had a microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio that was 78 in the presence of a hemoglobin A1c of 7.8. The patient was placed on Jardiance 10 mg on daily basis. The hemoglobin A1c is down to 6.8 and the microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio is 47.4. This patient is going to get benefit from the administration of the SGLT2. We are going to increase the dose to 25 mg on daily basis. We are going to request the patient to lose 8 pounds of body weight and continue with the present management of the diabetes.

2. Arterial hypertension. Today’s blood pressure is 128/74.

3. Coronary artery disease with one PCI to the right coronary artery recently placed at AdventHealth.

4. The patient has a history of spinal cord abscess with compression of T5 and T11. The patient has sensorial problems in the lower extremities and it is difficult for her to exercise.

5. History of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is compensated. Reevaluate the case in about three and half months with laboratory workup.
