HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 42-year-old female. She has a complaint of having an insect bite on her right triceps area. She states that has steadily increased in redness and swelling and it is starting to give her some pain. It is very itchy. She is here for evaluation of that. Apparently, this happened two days ago.
There are no other issues verbalized to me. She tells me she has put other topical products on this area and it has not helped her.

No other symptom or complaint was verbalized to me today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN PRODUCTS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for drugs, alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. She is morbidly obese.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 85. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 100%. Blood pressure is elevated at 160/74. I have advised her to monitor her blood pressure and to see her primary care physician as followup. Her current weight today is 303 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Regular rate and rhythm. There is no murmur.
SKIN: Examination of that right triceps area, indeed there does appear to be mark from some type of insect, possibly a spider. There is no foreign body inside. It has erythema of approximately 1 inch and it is mildly tender to her. There is mild induration. No soft spot. I feel at this point if we start her on oral medication she will have very good luck with this.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Insect bite with infection. The patient will be placed on Keflex 500 mg three times a day for seven days #21. Any changes in her status, I have asked her to call me or return to clinic for any worsening effect.
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
