HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in due to having fever of 101 and also decreased appetite. She has been tugging on both of her ears as well. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea. She has episodes of playing ability semi-normal and then episodes where she will return to just being clingy toward the mother.
Symptoms are better with rest, worse on activities. These symptoms actually started two days ago.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hard of hearing on that left ear.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She is alert. She has good eye tracking when I interact with her. However, she is very apprehensive of me examining her. So, father has to hold her through the exam today. She is easily consoled.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema more so on the left. Oropharyngeal area: Mild erythema. We did not attempt to stress test as it was going to traumatize her to too much of a degree per the mother.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs include a flu test, which was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute otitis media. The patient will be given amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL, 6 mL p.o. b.i.d. 10 days #120 mL. She is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if not improving.
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
