SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup. The patient has multiple medical problems including previous CVA, dementia, ambulatory dysfunction, and hypertension. Today, when I saw the patient as a followup, he is sitting on the chair. He denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, or vomiting. No fever. No chills.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. He is on Pravachol 20 mg daily, Tylenol 650 mg q.6h p.r.n., sulfasalazine 500 mg two tablets twice a day, vitamin D3 supplement daily, Senokot daily, Flonase nasal spray p.r.n., Senokot 8.6 mg one tablet b.i.d., albuterol inhaler, albuterol nebulizer treatment 0.83% four times a day p.r.n. for shortness of breath, amlodipine 5 mg daily, baclofen 10 mg b.i.d. p.r.n., benzonatate one capsule twice a day p.r.n. for cough and congestion, milk of magnesia 30 mL daily, latanoprost eye drops 0.005% one drop both eyes at bedtime for glaucoma, DuoNeb treatment q.6h p.r.n., scopolamine patch q.72h., mirtazapine 7.5 mg daily for appetite, budesonide inhalation twice a day, omeprazole 40 mg daily for GERD and hyperactive airways disease, and Bevespi Aerosphere inhaler twice a day for hyperactive airways disease and COPD.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is forgetful and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 119/68, pulse 64, temperature 97.6, respiration 20, pulse ox 97% on room air, and body weight 125.4 pounds.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge. No exudate.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, forgetful, and disoriented. He has ambulatory dysfunction due to stroke.

LABS: Reviewed.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA.

2. Dementia.

3. Ambulatory dysfunction.

4. Hypertension.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff.
