REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

Endocrine: No polyuria or polydipsia.

Extremities: Bilateral knee contracture with ambulatory dysfunction.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. He is alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 137/72, pulse 70, temperature 97, respiration 18, pulse ox 97%, and body weight 206.6 pounds.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Bilateral rhonchi.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Bilateral knee contracture right worse than the left.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and oriented x3. He has ambulatory dysfunction, generalized weakness, and using wheelchair.

LABS: Reviewed.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Bilateral knee contracture.

3. Peripheral vascular disease and previous revascularization.

4. HIV disease.

5. History of liver cirrhosis.

6. Diabetes mellitus.

PLAN: Diabetes being monitored. Discuss with the nursing staff. No other acute issues reported. At this point, we will continue all his current medications. No new issues as per nursing staff.
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
