SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup with CVA, left-sided weakness, COPD, and chronic smoking. When I saw the patient today, he is still continued smoke. He does not want to quit. He reported a fall few weeks ago but no trauma at present. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. He has ambulatory dysfunction. He use wheelchair. No nausea. No vomiting at present.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake. He is alert, cooperative, and sitting on the wheelchair.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/80, pulse 88, temperature 98.2, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. He has a contracture in the left side.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and left side weakness. He has ambulatory dysfunction using wheelchair.

LABS: Recent labs WBC 6.8, hemoglobin 12, hematocrit 39.4, sodium142, potassium 3.3, chloride 106, CO2 25, glucose 120, BUN 22, creatinine 1.3, calcium 8.3, AST 30, ALT 22, and brain natriuretic peptide170.

ASSESSMENT:

1. CVA with left side weakness.

2. Left hand contracture.

3. COPD.

4. Chronic smoking.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

PLAN: I have reviewed all his medications. I have reviewed all the labs. We will continue all his current medications. The patient is medically stable. He has mild hypokalemia that has been supplemented. I will repeat BMP on him on Monday. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff. No other issues reported.
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
